* One ½” three-ring binder

* One highlighting pen

* Two LARGE boxes of tissues

* Two LARGE canisters of Lysol/Clorox disinfecting wipes 

* One student dictionary

* Headphones in a Ziploc baggie labeled with the student’s name (Over the   

   ear headphones are preferred because they are more comfortable than ear    

   buds for most students.)

*1 package of sheet protectors (25 count)
